Generating a PreViser tooth risk and disease analysis is simple and quick.
Just open the PreViser application by double clicking the icon on your desktop.

Next, create a new patient record, or browse to locate an existing patient.

We’ll create a new patient record.

Note that the only information that is required is the name, gender and birth date of the patient.

If prior analyses had been done on this patient they would be shown here, and you could access them just by double clicking on a prior report entry.  
We’ll do a new Caries analysis on this patient by clicking on the button.
Enter the exam date, which will default to today’s date, and click on NEXT.
On the next screen, you need to indicate which tooth has been most recently exposed to saliva for a minimum of 12 months.  This is referred to as a ‘Target Tooth’, and its status is used to help determine the risk of carious activity in the balance of the dentition.
For this child, we will indicate that the Primary Incisors are the Target Tooth.

Click Next one more time, and record the status of the target tooth, whether sound or sealed, indicating pits and fissures, early decalcification or carious, or restored.
Indicate your appraisal of the patient’s oral hygiene, and whether the patient is exposed to environmental sources of fluoride.

Because this child is very young, Previser wants to know if liquids other than water are given at bedtime, as well as maternal and sibling caries activity.

Finally, indicate snacking frequency, and that is all the information needed!

When you click Next again, you have the option of configuring the reports that will be printed once the analysis is returned from Previser to your computer via the Internet.

Now when you click on Finish, the data you have entered is transmitted to PreViser and returned to your computer, again by the Internet, in the form of reports ready to print.  
Remember that the patient identity is not sent to PreViser, only a unique dis-identified number that is fully HIPAA compliant.  
The name of the patient exists only on your computer.
Two Previser analytic reports are returned to you.  
The first is a Clinical report that shows all of the information you entered to create the analysis.  

Second, there is a report intended to be given to the patient.  Let’s take a look at that one.
This report shows the PreViser Analyzed caries risk score, presented in a clear and easy to understand way in order to enhance patient communication.

Each report is individualized and reflects the patient’s own clinical conditions, and based on the risk factors you recorded, this child is at High risk of tooth decay.
Preventive interventions are indicated below, with a recall frequency of 4 times per year suggested based on the child’s risk level.
