Generating a PreViser oral cancer risk analysis is very easy.
Just open the PreViser application by double clicking the icon on your desktop.

Next, create a new patient record, or browse to locate an existing patient.

We’ll select an existing patient.

Note that the only information that is required in this record is the name, gender and birth date of the patient.

If prior analyses had been done on this patient they would be shown here, and you could access them just by double clicking on a prior report entry.  
We’ll do a new Oral Cancer analysis on this patient by clicking on the appropriate button.
On the next screen you will need to record any patient history of cancer, or family history.
Since ethnicity is a significant variable for oral cancer risk, record the race of the patient.
Enter the exam date, which will default to the current date, and click on NEXT.
On this screen, record the patient’s smoking history.  If the patient is a former tobacco user, you will need to know the age they began tobacco use, and the year they quit.  Now click Next.
The final screen requests information about alcohol consumption.  Indicate the patient’s usage, and what, if any lesions were seen during the examination, or whether a physical exam will be conducted at a later time.  
On the Next screen you can indicate what information will appear on the report to be returned.  Click Finish to send the data to PreViser via the Internet and to get a finished report back for printing.
In a few seconds, you can select to view and print off a patient report that discusses the results of the analysis.
Based on the data recorded for this patient, a high risk of oral cancer exists for this patient.  On the report is a discussion of the nature of oral cancer, as well as information pertaining to the specific risk factors identified for this patient.

Specific preventive interventions are suggested, and a list of other resources that may be of interest to the patient are provided.
That’s it.  Simply, quick and easy to use risk scores designed to enhance treatment planning for patients at elevated risk of this serious disease.
